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2 Introduction to the policy:

The school's curriculum policy aims to ensure that all
students are provided with appropriate curricula in
accordance with UAE standards to ensure the provision of
high-quality education that takes into account the needs
and academic orientations of students.

The policy relies on enriching the MOE curriculum with
supporting tools in accordance with the set standards, in
addition to adapting the British curriculum in line with the
culture of the United Arab Emirates.

3. Policy Objectives:

1. Define curriculum requirements and standards to
provide high-quality education to students, making them
independent and collaborative learners to reach their full
potential.

2. Ensure that study choices and curriculum linkages are
provided to provide meaningful and authentic learning
experiences required to achieve global standards.

3. Define the mandatory "core" subject requirements and
the rationale behind the development of the curriculum
in schools.

4. Enable all students, during the curriculum, to develop a
broad understanding and respect for the culture of the
UAE and national identity to acquire the necessary skills
and values that will contribute to nation-building and
meeting national priorities.

5. Identify structured progress within the curriculum to
ensure a stimulating and challenging educational and
development program for all students.
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4 Curriculum Policy: Includes the following

1Academic Plan:
Requirements: The academic plan must be developed
and implemented, which must include the following:

1.A clear rationale that supports the curriculum licensed
by the Department of Education and Knowledge in Abu
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Dhabi and which is in line with the mission, vision and
values of the school, the Emirate and the UAE.

2- Details of the Educational Language(s) (Arabic
Language for the Ministerial Curriculum and National
Subjects + English Language for the British Curriculum).
3- Commitment to delivering teaching and learning
through high academic content standards/learning
outcomes, with a focus on educational excellence and
innovation.

4.Aligning the educational program (e.g., the Cambridge
International Examinations), with licensed learning
standards/outcomes.

5.Implement internal and external assessments related to
the curriculum, in accordance with the School Evaluation
Policy of the Department of Education and Knowledge.
6- Plans to prepare students of the third cycle
academically, and provide academic guidance and
support, the required basic subjects, and elective courses.
7- Designing the curriculum and modifying it to meet the
needs of students with different abilities and levels.

8- Providing appropriate academic support, interventions,
and guidance for each student.

9.Adhere to the mandatory subjects taught by the
Ministry of Education in the United Arab Emirates, with
details related to the promotion of the Arabic language,
Emirati culture, and national identity.

2. Curriculum Requirements:

1. Approved Curriculum: Obtain approval from the
Department of Education and Knowledge for the
applicable curriculum, in line with the requirements of the
UAE Ministry of Education (Ministerial Curriculum — British
Curriculum)

2. Provision of study options: A curriculum has been
adopted, where appropriate (different pathways for the
Ministerial Department — different subjects and levels for
the British Department)

3. Providing educational paths that lead to obtaining
nationally and internationally recognized qualifications:
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3. Curriculum Design and Implementation:
3.1 Curriculum Design:

1. Link the curriculum vertically (across different grades)
and horizontally (between the same grade with other
subjects) with a set of learning outcomes that
demonstrate what students are expected to know,
understand, and be able to do in each course

2. Continuity, involves the repetition of specific content at
subsequent levels, each time with an increasing level of
complexity.

3. Rigorous, coherent, and relevant assessments that align
with grade-level learning outcomes.

4. A list of learning resources (digital or textbooks) and
the rationale for how the resources can be used to
support learning.

4. The curriculum must be broad and balanced to achieve
structured progress of learning within and across all
subjects

5. The curriculum should be evaluated annually and
revised to reflect the scope, quality, and impact of the
curriculum on students' academic outcomes and personal
well-being. Adjustments should be made as needed.

10.3 Resources: The following must be ensured:

1. The principal is responsible for ensuring that a resource
selection committee is established and that all textbooks

and other learning resources used have been screened in

line with ADEK's School Cultural Consideration Policy.
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2. High-quality resources that correspond to learning
outcomes/standards at the target levels of study.

3. Additional teaching and learning resources are used to
support and enrich the teaching of all subjects.

3.11 Topics in the Approved Curriculum; Potentially
