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Assessment Criteria and Weights:
First, MOE section:

- The formative assessment scores are collected
and the score of 100 is monitored in the
student's scorecard on the menu.

- Students must obtain 50 grades (minimum
end) for grades one to eight, and 60 grades
(minimum end) for grades nine to twelfth to
succeed.

Second: The British Section: The British
Section follows the distribution of grades 70% for
the continuous evaluation from stages 1-4 and 30%
for the final calendar As for stages 5-9, the grade is
divided into 40% continuous evaluation and 60% for
the final calendar
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- Students of determination are assessed based
on their needs as individual cases, and are
assessed according to each student's
individual educational plan.

- The teacher designs a test that matches the
abilities of each student according to his
educational plan, and the grades in the
student's scorebook are monitored on the
basis of 100 marks for each class.
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Retake Exams:

A student who is absent from the end-of-semester
exam with an acceptable excuse is entitled to take
the re-exam, which will be in the week following
the end-of-semester exams.
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Assessment Implementation Procedures:

. Before Assessment: Develop clear plans that define
the objectives and tools of the assessment. Notify
students and parents of the dates and requirements
of the assessment.

-During the evaluation: Applying assessments
according to standardized standards. Ensuring a fair
and appropriate environment for all students.

-After evaluation: Analyze the results using
specialized software. Share reports with parents to
track performance.
